Your child will learn best when they know that you are interested in what they are doing. One way you can
show that interest is by your attendance at the parent information evenings. It is a chance for you and your
children’s new teacher to meet to discuss the year’s activities and for you to learn about the class routines for
the year.

As I always do at the beginning of each year I want to encourage you to take an active interest in your child’s
education and try to get up to the school to help. If you have any questions or concerns I encourage you to
speak with your children’s teachers, the Coordinators Stage 1 Miss Joanne Figuero, Stage 2- Mrs Luisa Brew-
er Stage 3-.

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DIOCESAN SCHOOL FEES 2017

Annual Diocesan Tuition Fee can be paid upfront at the start of the year or as three equal payments in
Terms 1, 2 and 3. The fee is only charged for the first three (3) children currently enrolled in the diocese
(in other words there is no additional Diocesan Tuition Fee for the fourth child attending a systemic school
in the diocese or other participating Catholic schools — see ‘Sibling Discounts’ below.) To work out how
much the fee is for each child, check the table below.

Annual Diocesan Education Fee Temporary Residents - 2017

The Diocesan Education Fee Temporary Residents for 2017 is $1,869 per student, payable in three
equal instalments of $623 in Terms 1, 2 and 3.

Information for Parents with regards to School Fees for 2017:

It is expected that the School Fee Statements for Term 1 will be mailed as from Monday

source Fee now includes the Technology Fee. For Year Three students it also includes the Music
Subject Fee for the year. The Activity Fee includes all incursions (including Dance Fever
